Table reservations are on a first come first serve basis. 8’ tables $40 ea., buy 5 get 6th free.  No wall tables or electrical available.  Tables are limited. Pre-registration is required. Reservations & payment for tables and helpers must be received by April 1st to guarantee table space. A forfeit of payment will occur for no shows. Cancellations must be made by April 14th for full refund.
Guidelines
1.
Vendor set up is on Friday, April 27th, from 5 to 7, and Saturday April 28th from 8 to 10.  Dealers need to be set up and ready when the museum doors open to the public at 10am.  Dealers may not close their vending area until 5PM on Saturday and 3pm on Sunday.  All vendor merchandise and personal effects must be removed from the museum immediately after the event.  The vendor must leave their area clean and neat.  Empty boxes may be left behind.  All trash must be collected for proper disposal. 

2.
Vendors are not allowed to attach any items, merchandise, or equivalent to any walls, pillars, or other structures in the Museum facility.  Items in use by the Vender must be stacked on, under or behind the table space in a safe manner.  Tables may not be stacked in any fashion whatsoever.  No items will be allowed to protrude into the aisles.  The area behind the tables/space is to be kept neat and accessible at all times.

3.
Vendors will be required to have table covering on all tables. 

4.
Vendors will be aware that the museum will not close our gift shop during this event.

5.
Vendor sales may only take place within the vendor area.  Vendors may not sell from their car or in the parking area.

6.
Table/space will be assigned on a first come first served bases.

7.
Tables/space will not be secured until payment in full is received.  Payment in full must be received no later than March 1st to guarantee space.

8.
No tables/space will be available for rental at the show.

9.
Sound systems, audio or video is not allowed.

10.
The vendor agrees to abide by all sales tax laws of the Commonwealth of Virginia. The 

Vendor is solely responsible for the collection and payment of these taxes.

11.
Vendors who bring children to the event, and who stay in the vendor area with them, must be properly supervised.  Any children found to be interfering with other vendors, buyers, visiting public, and/or any children left free to roam the museum without adult supervision will be asked to leave the event immediately.  Childcare is not provided.

12.
Vendors who wish to enter the competition or display models will be required to 

register and pay the normal fee.  This also applies to any table helpers, assistance, spouses, or children.

13.
All vendors will be required to sign the below waiver of liability with their application. 

14.
Pre 1895 firearms only and they must be secured with tie wraps.
15.
No wall tables or electrical hook ups available.

16.
No swat team, or ammo dealers.
All vendors are required to sell items that are complimentary to show - military only.   The museum reserves the right to require removal of` any objectionable material from vendor tables.

WAIVER

American Armoured Foundation, Inc., Tank Museum, its directors, officers, agents, volunteers, and employees are not responsible for any loss or injury that may occur during this event.  Vendors shall be fully responsible for any and all damages to the property owned by the museum; its directors and officers, which result from any act or omission of the Vendor.
