ENTRY FEE:

Competition:  

Adult modelers $10 admission to museum & model show, includes up to 3 models in competition.  Each additional models is $2. each.    Jr. & Sr. modelers $9 admission to museum & model show - includes up to 2 models in competition. Each additional models are $1 each.   Limited to a total of 5 models per person in competition.
Non-competition display:
Adults $10, Jr. or Sr. $9 admission to museum, model show & RC Battlefield, includes 2 models for display only. Each additional model $2. Limited to a total of 5 models for display per person.
Judging:

The judging criteria will cover basic construction, finish, details and overall appearance. Judges decision is final. Entries may not be removed from display area prior to awards ceremony.  Judging will be conducted during the show and the competition area will not be closed for judging.  Trophies will be given for the top five models of the show. 
CONTEST RULES

1.
All entries must be registered.  Membership or club affiliation is not required.

2.
Every entry must be constructed by the person named on registration form.

3.
No additional entries may be registered once a contestant has entered the display area.

4.
No absentee entries will be permitted.

5.
No pre-painted, pre-assembles or die cast models will be allowed in competition.

6.
Models may be displayed on a base, but bases will not be judged in any category, 


except dioramas.

7.
Any attempt by a contestant to influence the judges will result in automatic 


removal of all entries from the contest.
Awards will be given to the top 5 models in the show!

GUIDELINES

1.
All registration for contest and display will take place from 9am to 12 noon - April 28th. Pre-registration is requested but no mandatory.
2.
Show opens to the public at 10am and closes at 5pm

3.
All contestants and display modelers are responsible for their own models, a waiver of responsibility must accompany application.

4.
No smoking, food, or drinking is allowed in the facility other than in designated areas.

5.
All contest and display models must stay on exhibit UNTIL 5pm Saturday, April 28th. Modelers who wish to stay thru Sunday and display their models may do so. 
6.
All contest and display models may be photographed for use in museum publications, newsletters, web site and for future show publicity.
7.
The Military Model Show will be Saturday April 28th only, but if modelers wish they may leave their model on display Sunday also.
